• Land for campground assessed too high. 
 

The campground contains 115 primitive (no water, electric or sewer) sites on 27 acres.  The 
assessed value is $582,300; Mr. Blair thought it should be $402,500 considering the “primitive” 
status of the sites. He thought the sites should be no more than $4,000 per site.  
A portion of the parcel is listed for forest.  
Discussion took place on the lot values with the houses on it.  
One dwelling is due to be demolished. Pictures were shown to the Board on the condition of the 
dwelling.
