C. Paragraph 3: However, he can go over on a line item as long as the total department expenditures did not go over the total amount for the department budget. 

C. Paragraph 4: Chief Savalle stated the manufacturers of the trucks will not certify their truck if an install is done in front of the radiator that pivots; it affects the cooling of the truck. 
E. Burr asked if there is any assurance if parts are replaced into the pump it won’t happen again in five years. 

Page 3 C. Paragraph 3: R. McKenny questioned whether it was procedurally appropriate for the BOS to approve Chief Savalle’s use of funds from his budget for purchase of parts prior to BOF approval.

C. Tax Collector Refund(s)

M/S/F (Ross/Burr) for the Board of Selectmen to direct the Town Treasurer to issue refunds recommended and certified by the Tax Collector in the amount of $627.50 as presented to the Board of Selectmen on October 1, 2013.   
Vote: Approved unanimous. 


D. Additional Appropriation for Replacement 3” and 1 ¾” Fire Hose

Salem Volunteer Fire Company Chief Eugene Maiorano informed the Board that the BOF requested he attend this meeting to request more funding to replace the 25 year old 3” and 1 ¾ “ fire hose.  Some of the hose is from 1989 and will need to be replaced. 

R. Ross asked if the pricing was a State bid. 

Chief Maiorano informed the Board that Shipman’s uses State pricing. He also stated the hose has to be tested when it is received by the fire department. The hose has a 10 year warranty; unconditional for 5 years. 

R. McKenney asked if a proactive approach should be done for budget on the inventory of the hose.

Chief James Savalle of the Gardner Lake Volunteer Fire Company explained about the NFPA standards and ruling of the 25 year rule for fire hose.   

M/S/C (Lyden/Burr) for additional appropriation in the amount of $6,340.00 for 1 ¾” and 3” replacement fire hose.     
Vote:  Approved unanimous. 

Chief Savalle informed the Board the parts were ordered for the pump for the tanker truck. The parts received were not correct; the parts have to be manufactured for the pump. The parts will not be ready until the second week in November.  The safety improvements are being completed on the tanker. 

  

5. Reports

A. First Selectman – 
The Planning and Zoning Commission will hold a public hearing on the Town Center Zone on October 22, 2013 at 7:00 PM at the Salem School. Richard Serra will be the presenter. 

The VNA will hold a flu shot clinic on October 8, 2013 from 9:30 AM to 10:30 AM at the Salem Volunteer Fire Company. The cost is $14.00 without insurance. 

The Transfer Station will hold Amnesty Days on October 19, 20 and 23. 

K. Lyden thanked the many residents that volunteer their time in Salem. 



B. Public Works – A meeting was held to discuss the drainage project with the Lake View Road residents. 
Work is continuing with the project; Lake View Road and Old Colchester Road are slated to be repaved. 
			
C. Building Department- Permits are being issued for renovation work, barns and generator installations. 

D. Salem School Building Committee- E. Burr reported that the school is functional. A punch list of approximately twenty-five items will be attended to by the contractor.  The project expense as of this date is approximately $3.8 million. There is a possibility of return of funds to the town. 
  
E. Board of Education – R. McKenney report the opening of the school year was successful even with the construction at the school. There is an increase of students; 430 students are in the school which increased by 11.  Busing issues are being worked out. Breakfast is offered for all students. The teacher evaluation model, common core and computerized testing are being worked on. 

F. Board of Finance- No report. 

G. Planning and Zoning Commission – E. Burr reported the Village Zone proposal has been reformulated and changes were made due to the recommendations by Planner Richard Serra. October 22, 2013 will be a public hearing on the Village Zone. If there is a positive response, the Commission would like to vote on it before the election in November. 

H. Inland Wetlands and Conservation Commission – No report  

I. Economic Development Commission- K. Lyden reported he has been in contact with Chairperson Frank Sroka. They plan to reformulate the Commission due to vacancies after the beginning of the 2014.  
  
J. Zoning Board of Appeals – No report. 


K. Recreation Commission – D. Weston reported lighting for the Babe Ruth field and Soccer field at Round Hill Road is being researched. A “Trick or Trunk” will be offered on October 18 in conjunction with the PTO “Boo Bash” at Gardner Lake Fire House. Bus trips are be listed on the website.
