Online live presentation of Everbridge notification system was conducted 

with Patrick Stuver.

Residents would have the option to sign up for the notices they would like 

to receive.  Each segment would have an administrator who could post and 

send out information.  Stuver stated that if the town wanted to opt out in 

the future, all their data would be stored/backed up for their use.
