the wetlands without first obtaining a permit from the Inland Wetlands and 

Conservation Commission.

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M/S/C (Ziegra/Khan-Bureau) due to the absence of G. Meseha at the meeting this evening, 

at which he was requested to attend by the Wetlands Enforcement Officer, and no 

response from him to the Wetlands Enforcement Officer’s (WEO) last three (3) 

Certified/Return Receipt written communications to him regarding this matter, it is the 

Commission’s consensus to take the WEO’s recommendation and require Mr. Meseha to 

remove the construction and replace the deck as it previously existed within ten (10) days 

of publication of the Legal Notice of decision regarding this matter unless a properly 

completed application is received.  Should corrective measures not take place as directed, 

the matter will be forwarded to the Commission’s attorney for legal action.  Vote: approved 

unanimously.
