5. New Business

a. 2011 Budget

S. Spang informed the Commission the improvements for the parking lot at the Round Hill Road Complex have been put in the Capitol Funding. 

Gravel will be purchased for the Forsyth Road Complex from this year’s budget. The Soccer club will also use $1,000.00 of their funding for this purpose. Discussion took place about the possibility of paving the driveway access to the parking lot in sections at the Forsyth Road Complex. 

b. Recreation Clerk Report

Tickets are still available for the Red Sox game on August 27. 
There will be a “Day on Your Own” New York City bus trip on October 1, 2011. 
Registrations were very low for summer programs. Programs had to be cancelled due to lack of enrollment. 
Discussion took place concerning the baseball, soccer and basketball programs; the enrollment of these programs is also low from past years. 

6. Old Business

a. Forsyth Road – B. Appleby showed the Commission photos of the temporary “thank you to all that have made the fields possible” sign that was installed at the complex.  Discussion took place about a permanent sign and what the Complex should be named. For the September meeting, Commission members are asked to have suggestions for a name for the recreation complex. B. Appleby informed the Commission a flag will be installed in the back area of the parking lot to let people know more parking is available there. 
 
b. Baseball- D. Kennedy reported there was low turnout for the annual baseball picnic. Enrollment is low for fall ball registration. S. Spang stated that someone reported to her that Art Christian brings used equipment (baseballs, bases, bats, etc.) to the transfer station to be thrown out. It was discussed if the equipment could be recycled to groups or children in need. P. Henry mentioned equipment might be thrown out due to safety issues.  

c. Soccer- B. Appleby reported registration is low for the fall soccer program.   

d. Basketball- Chris Pugliese will be asked if he still wants to run the Salem Recreation Basketball program.  

e. Tennis – No report.  

f. Multi-purpose Path – S. Spang updated the Commission on the status of the path. A meeting was held with DEP, Army Corp. of Engineers, 8 Mile River National Park Service and the town engineers.  Due to the “Wild and Scenic Designation” of the path, the Army Corp. is asking for boardwalks leading to the bridges. S. Spang suggested the Commission would oppose this as boardwalks are more expensive to design, build and maintain.  
The trail connection from the school will be voted on tonight by the Board of Education. The self-closing gate has been installed at the school.

7. Other Business – Salem Recreation Commission elections will be held at the September 19, 2011 meeting. Chairperson and Secretary will be voted on. 

S. Spang spoke with Jim Burke, he is doing well. 

The singer for the Holiday Tree Lighting is unable to attend Sunday, December 4; it was discussed to hold the Lighting on Saturday, December 3, 2011.
