Chairperson Elbert Burr opened the meeting at 7:05 P.M.


1. Approval of minutes. 

M/S/C (Buck/Green) to approve the August 10, 2011 minutes as amended:
 
In the title of the document, it should read: AUGUST 10, 2011. 

Page 2, paragraph 2 should include: R. Green discussed the issue of electrical “brown outs” conditions in the school. Despite CL&P’s conclusion that there is no issues and there is enough power to the school, in R. Green’s opinion the matter should be further researched.

3. Discuss Schematic Design Phase & Facilities Assessment for the Town of Salem, Salem School

John Ireland discussed with the Committee code compliance issues.

Information is needed if the outdoor courtyard is designated as outdoor space or an outdoor classroom. 
There will need to be an exit route from the courtyard to the outside established. 
It was discussed to have the exit door from the main hallway to the outside Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten playground be the exit route. A concrete sidewalk will have to be constructed. Hand rails might have to be installed to direct the children to an exit gate. 
A letter from the school to the State might have to be written to state the courtyard is not used as a classroom. 

The renovation of the bathrooms was discussed. John Ireland explained according to the codes, a total number of fixtures need to be established in the building. The drawings were reviewed and several options were discussed. 
More space is needed for the bathroom facilities; discussion took place concerning the area in the building by the original front doors. 

John Ireland would like verification concerning the science rooms; is the hood still needed and what type of chemicals get used in these areas. 

Kevin Sgorbati explained the differences to the Committee concerning the ventilation systems. Air conditioning has been ruled out due to expense and maintenance, S. Buck expressed concerns that he feels the ventilation should have an upgrade to help with the air in the rooms. He would like to some partial conditioning and feels a minimum of Option 2 should be installed. 

E. Burr expressed the need to keep the expenses within the budget. 

The PCB testing is complete; a summary should be send to Silver/Petrucelli by the end of the week. Pending the result of the initial testing, determination will be made if more calk testing is needed per code requirements. 

It was decided not to make any decisions on the scope of the work until the summary reports of the PCB removals are received. This will help the Committee in knowing what work will have to be done and an estimate of the expense of removal of the PCB’s. 

John Ireland and Kevin Sgorgati requested to review the drawings of the 1994 addition.

Kevin Sgorgati discussed with the Committee the electric use in the school. They are waiting on CL&P for information. The power load, existing service, upgrade to service, and brown outs were discussed.  R. Green expressed concerns for the CL&P report that there is adequate power in the building; he feels there is a problem with the power to the building or within the building that needs to be identified. 

Boiler Replacement Project:
The work is on track for the project. Water was rising from a drain in the boiler room. A decision was made to cap the pipe so the concrete could be poured on Thursday August 18. 

Work will be set to start in June 2012 when the school year ends. 

The next Salem School Building/Construction Committee meeting will be on August 31, 2011. 

E. Burr will contact Kim Gadaree at Salem School to set the meeting with the State for the October/November time frame.
