A. First Selectman —

. Inland Wetlands and Conservation Commission — Eric Belt will be the Inland/Wetlands

enforcement officer.

Economic Development Commission- R. Ross informed the Board there are new members on the
Commission; there will be an article in the newspaper about Salem and future plans for economic
development.
