d) Emergency Management Supplies.

Some
of the supplies include:
Tape (fire lane and crime scene)
Vests, belts, easel, white board, traffic cones.
B. Cinea showed the collapsible cones he bought for the
fire police.
A spread sheet will be made up for the cabinet for sign outs
of supplies.
