CALL TO ORDER:	S. Snyder called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM
PUBLIC HEARING-None
M/S/C (Wildrick/Ziegra) to seat E. Natoli for W. Leuck.  Vote: Approved Unanimously
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
M/S/C (Ziegra/Natoli) to approve the minutes of the August 8, 2011 Regular Meeting as amended. 
Page 2, New Business, item 1, ¶ 4-Change She stated…., to S. Snyder stated
Vote:  Approved Unanimously 
M/S/C (Natoli/Wildrick) to seat G. Balavender for D. Khan-Bureau.  Vote: Approved Unanimously
WETLANDS ENFORCEMENT OFFICER’S REPORT:	M. Chinatti referred to her Wetlands Enforcement Officers Report, (See File Copy), regarding a shed on 302 West Road.  She was requesting the Commission discuss and decide if they wanted to give her (Chinatti) authority for the future, to issue an administrative permit for work outside a regulated area but, in the upland review when there is a feasible and prudent alternative in an area which will not be encroached upon.  
	S. Snyder stated that is was her understanding that if there was no activity proposed in a regulated area then there was no need to find a feasible and prudent alternative.  Therefore, she stated she had no problem with M. Chinatti approving the permit administratively.
	G. Ziegra stated he remembered the Commission giving M. Chinatti that authority in the last bylaw revisions.
	R. Philips asked if  authority would be given to any WEO if M. Chinatti were not here.
	The Commission thought that authority was to be based on a person by person basis.  
	It was the consensus of the Commission that M. Chinatti could approve administratively a buffer permit even if there were a more feasible and prudent alternative.  
OLD BUSINESS:
1.	IWCC # 11-08-01, 122 New London Road, Janet and Anthony Griggs, Shed Construction.
S. Snyder reminded the members that this application was discussed at the previous meeting.  She pointed out M. Chinatti’s memorandum (See File Copy) giving background on the application as well as M. Chinatti’s recommendation for approval.  
M/S/C (Phillips/Ziegra) to approve application IWCC # 11-08-01 , 122 New London Road, Janet and Anthony Griggs, Shed Construction.

2.	Aquifer Protection Zone
S. Snyder discussed the Aquifer Protection Zone and the Marc Cohen presentation.  She mentioned the emailed attachments which were sent to the members.  
The Commission discussed the process of working with M. Cohen and drafting legislation which will be presented to the Planning and Zoning Commission for them to adopt or reject. 
G. Ziegra stated that most of the aquifers in Salem are already protected in that they are in areas that will not be developed or are already in protected areas.
S. Snyder stated that it would still be a good idea to get those areas on the regulations especially for the future. 
S. Snyder asked the members to look at the materials so they can be prepared to discuss the issues with M. Cohen.  She asked M. Chinatti to inform M. Cohen and Salem Planning and Zoning that the Commission is willing to draft regulations concerning Aquifer Protection.
