The Board requested that the Vision Committee appear 

before other Commissions and groups in Salem to determine 

their feelings on what the Committee has drafted.  Then, 

after consideration of all comments received, bring the final 

draft, with any revisions, back to the Board. 

 

The Committee stuck to the replies that were received from 

the survey.

The Plan of Conservation and Development is executable.

� (In the title) Why was “10” years chosen? 
Committee felt that 5 years was too short 

a period of time and any more than 10 

years would be too long; the document will 

be reviewed in 10 years. 
� (In the fifth paragraph; pg. 1) What is 

meant by Attracts destination business? 
A specialty store that people will go out of 

their way to go to. 
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     (In the sixth paragraph; pg. 1): 

� Should the Niantic River Watershed 

Management Plan be included? 
Perhaps; Committee will take that under 

consideration. 
� Changing 8 Mile River Management Plan 

to “Eightmile River Wild & Scenic 

Management Plan”. 
Committee will do this. 

� Changing Expanding open space…… to 

“Maintaining public open space……” 

� (The second paragraph; pg. 2) Is this 

document the right place for this; should 

it be included?
