CALL TO ORDER:	
K. Buckley called the meeting to order at 7:02. She introduced the members present.

NEW BUSINESS
1. Digital Zoning Map
K. Buckley referred the members to the Memorandum from M. Chinatti stating that the other towns adjacent to Gardner Lake do not zone the lake proper.  She suggested the Commission go ahead and schedule the Public Hearing to adopt the proposed Digital Zoning Map.
M/S/C (Buckley/Amato) to schedule a Public Hearing for adoption of the proposed Digital Zoning Map on Tuesday, November 14, 2011.  Vote:  Approved Unanimously

2.		Aquifer Protection Zone Update
K. Buckley informed the Commission that the Salem Inland Wetlands and Conservation Commission (IWCC) have decided to take on the effort of drafting Aquifer Protection Zone Regulations.  They will be working with the consultant Marc Cohen.  The IWCC would like at least one liaison from PZC when they meet and discuss with the consultant.  
D. Bingham stated he would be interested in taking that position but said he is very busy and his participation would be dependent on his availability.  R. Savalle stated she would be willing to fill in when D. Bingham cannot make the meeting.   
D. Bingham asked if their participation would take place at the IWCC regular meetings.  He stated if the plan was to have a member of the PZC attend IWCC meetings then it might be illegal for a PZC member to participate in IWCC meetings.  
K. Buckley stated she would discuss the issue with M. Chinatti to see if there is a conflict with a PZC member participating at an IWCC meeting.  

3.	Regulation Amendment In Reponse To PA 11-79

K. Buckley stated that M. Chinatti has completed a first draft of the regulation amendments and they have been sent to Attorney Byrne.  She stated the response from Attorney Byrne was not complete enough to bring to the Commission.  K. Buckley stated the Commission would discuss the regulation amendments at their next meeting.
