The results of the 2009 Salem Town-Wide Survey are attached below.  

The first attachment (Salem Town Wide Survey Int Executive Summary 0330.doc) provides a high level overview of the quantitative survey results and of the freeform comments made by survey respondents in response to open ended questions.

The second attachment (Vision planning charts rev2.ppt) includes the raw quantitative data in chart format.

The third attachment (Vision planning tables.ppt) includes the raw quantitative data in table format.

The survey was developed jointly by the Plan of Conservation and Development Committee, a subcommittee of the Planning and Zoning Commission; the Vision Committee; and the Economic Development Commission, for the purpose of obtaining the thoughts of the townspeople to serve as guide for developing the town vision, updating the Plan of Conservation and Development (POCD), and for Economic Development planning.
The survey went through many iterations and levels of review before it was approved by the Board of Selectmen and the Planning and Zoning Commission in early November 2009. It was administered from mid-November through December 31, 2009. 

A total of 403 Salem voters and taxpayers took the survey, providing a margin of error of 5% at the 95% confidence level.
